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Made in England Call for Proposals

Background to Made in England

Arts Council England and BBC English regions are working together on a new strategic partnership called Made in England. This is an exciting project celebrating how art makes England and England makes art. 

Made in England is about England – the place, its people and the unique relationship between the two, expressed through creative or artistic forms. 

Innovative and exciting artists and arts organisations are invited to submit ideas on how they can develop a Made in England project and how they will maximise the opportunities available through the BBC Tees and Arts Council England, North East partnership.

Project development to date
Made in England was launched on 23 April 2008, St. George’s Day, with seven regional TV programmes from BBC English Regions, transmitted on BBC One and also via BBC iPlayer for the subsequent 7 days, attracting a high level of interest. To complement this on-air activity, the Arts Council commissioned a series of poetry and new writing from artists such as John Agard, Beryl Bainbridge and Ian MacMillan, which were featured on www.bbc.co.uk/madeinengland and attracted media coverage. 

The call for proposals will look for projects showing the following key aims:

· engage more people in the arts by encouraging the public to explore their creativity through a high quality and ambitious arts project

· stimulate, develop and showcase new arts talent from the English regions 

· promote bold, ambitious collaborations between artists and the public (for example through community or broadcast residencies), creating new opportunities for public engagement and interactivity, and prioritising BBC Local Radio target audiences and audiences who are currently not participating in the arts
· create a legacy and provide information and links to further sources of support for the public, to increase arts participation and education 
· produce, broadcast and publish work relating to, and resulting from, the initiative, whenever possible

The call for proposals will prioritise projects that show the following characteristics:

· A local focus, taking place in the Tees Valley and providing relevance and interest to people living in the area.

· The opportunity for people to participate in the arts

· Unique or innovative projects which show a new or exciting approach to the arts and have strong broadcast appeal (including on air, online and on the Big Screen – situated in Centre Square, Middlesbrough)

Proposals should focus on the creation of new local projects and residences and nurture new talent and ideas such as: professional artists working in local areas; work inspired by and/or in conjunction with local people; artists working with BBC broadcast and online audiences to create special art works; projects to support greater creativity and user generated content, facilitated by organisations or artists; digital opportunities. 

Delivery process

A Made in England Information session to brief potential project deliverers will be held on

27 August 2008, 2-3pm, at BBC Tees, Newport Road, Middlesbrough.

Representatives from BBC Tees and Arts Council England, North East will be available at this session to provide further information on Made in England.
Eligibility

· The project can start as soon as decisions are made and can continue into 2009. The project must be completed by 23 April 2009 (St George’s Day).

· The project must show added value or ongoing activity, and not be something than an organisation or artist would be carrying out anyway.

Timetable and budget 

Short listed ideas will put forward to the Creative Development fund which has £160,000 for projects across the country which contribute to the overall aims of Made in England. It would be advantageous if projects were flexible in terms of their scale in order to be considered favourably.
